We recommend that you drive around Estonia and get a closer look at its sights along the roads that will reward this endeavour. Distances are not great in Estonia, roads are excellent, transportation well developed. Rural Estonia is no less unique than Tallinn, the capital.

	11.7. 2004    Sunday


After breakfast we will leave our hotel for Tallinn. Our daytrip will take us from South Estonia to North Estonia. 

South Estonia boasts the most pristine nature in all of Estonia. The highest peak in the Baltic states is also found there. Picturesque villages and cozy towns, lazy rivers and inviting lakes, untouched nature – all this awaits you in South Estonia. 

North Estonia  is full of beauty and contrasts, dense in history and historical objects. You can explore ancient burial grounds, medieval churches, spectacular ruins and collection of Estonia’s more famous Manor Houses.

During our daytrip we will go along Lake Peipsi – the forth largest lake in Europe. Driving from Otepää through Tartu we come to Alatskivi.  The palace of Alatskivi was built by the manor lord in 1880-1885. The palace is surrounded by a scenic park with a lake in it.

We will pass the small towns of Kallaste and Mustvee, both since times immemorial inhabited by Russian Old Believers. 

After a while we will reach the City of Rakvere – a small town that celebrated its 700th birthday in 2002. 

On our trip we will visit the scenic and picturesque Lahemaa National Park. Lahemaa means “land of bays” and is one of Europe’s largest protected forest areas. The visitor centre at the 18th Century Palmse Manor also functions as a museum and offers tours through the restored mansion.

We will come to Tallinn in the evening and accommodate at the hotel SAKU ROCK near the passanger harbour.
